By the grace of God many widows’ broken hearts were healed and their lives 
changed in a tremendous way. God did marvelous work while I was in North East India, I had the 
opportunity to visit 10 different Churches and share about the love of God and how He brought me 
thus far only for His glory. Adding to my joy, the children at Ruth Blessed Home are doing well in 
their studies and growing both  physically and spiritually.  

Praise God for:  
1. We praise God for His faithfulness for the past 25 yrs; it’s been a long journey, yet His presence 

has been felt all along the way. 
2. We thank God because we were able to start constructing a church in North East India for 400 

children who are studying at Emmanuel English School, and needed a place to worship. Praise 
God, this will serve as a place of worship even for the refugees and widows around that area. 

3. Thank God for the 3 new children at Ruth blessed home, even though they have no one to care for, 
God enabled us to step in and put them in school. 

4. Thank God because we are able to give medical treatment to more sick and weak widows this year 
both in North East and South India. 

5. We thank God for Ruby and her two children. After residing at Ruth blessed home for 6 years she 
now stands on her own feet, able to support her children. While at the Home she was taught 
tailoring, embroidery and even finished a beautician course. This is indeed a great testimony 
especially for Ruth Blessed Home; we praise God for that!  

 
The Children at Ruth blessed home are studying at Shri Nayaki Model School. They are happy to have 
new brothers and sister (who also are orphans) amidst them. Both parents died and there is no one to 
care for them. By faith we took them in and we simply hope and pray that God will send someone to 
support them financially for their better education and health. Nelson is in High School (11th grade), 
Anil has completed 10th grade and has left the Home to help his mother and the other 9 children are in 
their lower grade. We thank God for your prayer and support till today. 
At present we are able to look after many sick widows in different places, some are totally blind; some 
with asthma, diabetes, arthritis and dental. They really need someone who can help them for their 
medical treatment. We hope and know that God will supply all their needs in His time. 

Prayer points:  
1. Please pray for the completion of the church that we are building in North east India for the needy 

children and our hope that it will be a training centre and a place of finding lost souls and a 
training center for Christian Leaders. 

2. Pray for the 3 new children we brought home, for their educational and daily needs. 
3. Pray that we will be able to look after more sick and blind widows and give them proper medical 

treatment. 
4. Pray for the new project 2008 i.e., to buy land and build a Home for the Aged and a Clinic. 
5. Continue to pray for the Director of WWA for her health and spiritual nourishment.
